Why mens clothes never wear out.

I don't presume to talk for all men or all clothes. But, having been a man for many decades, I think I can speak for some. And most importantly help to explain an important difference between the sexes. But this is not acceptable.  Women are constantly trying to get their men to wear fashionable clothing. Now I don't mind getting dressed up once in a while. But that's not the point. Dress up clothes are just costumes that are fun to wear. When I was in theater, that was my favorite part of acting: the costumes. Dressing up aside, if men are allowed to dress themselves without interference, they would likely wear the same clothes until there is nothing left but tattered remains. Even then the clothes might be kept as mementos of the past.

So let's all just give up on the idea that men should live up to some form of clothing standards. It's a free country, or so we say. And clothing rights should be something protected by the Constitution and acts of Congress. In fact, next time my wife criticizes my clothing, I'm calling my congressman.
